5. Wear protective gloves when installing/uninstalling the camera. This causes burns
caused by high temperature on the surface of the product.

6. Don't drop or shock the product. Please stay away from places where vibration is
severe or magnet types are present.

7. Install it in a well-ventilated place. This can cause fire and failure.

CLEANING

1. Wipe the contaminated surface with a clean, soft, dry cloth or wet the soft, dry cloth
